The Level 2 and Fleet Charging programs provide EV supply
infrastructure (“make-ready”) and EV supply equipment
(“chargers”) installation and maintenance, giving customers a
turn-key solution and control of their charging operations.
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Participation Requirements
e Available to eligible Dominion Energy Virginia commercial and industrial customers.
e Customers must install a minimum of 2 charging stations.

e |f Dominion Energy installs the charging stations, customers will select from Dominion Energy’s list of charging station
options. If customers install their own charging stations, the stations must meet minimum requirements.

e  Customers are eligible for a 50% upfront incentive on the EVSI. Customers pay a monthly fee equal to 1.2% of the
remaining installed cost of the EVSI. If Dominion Energy provides the EVSE, customers also pay a monthly fee equal to
1.3% of the installed cost of the EVSE.
